The City of Bay St. Louis would like to remind all political candidates that there shall be no political signs allowed on City right of way on side of roads.  This is notice to please remove the signs from the right of way within 7 days of this posting.  If a sign is found in violation after April 10, 2013, it will be removed by the City and discarded.  Guidelines to follow are as followed: 

Signs advertising political candidates, referenda or similar issues shall not be placed or erected more than three (3) months in advance of any election, referendum or similar issue or event and shall be removed within five (5) days after the election.  Such signs shall comply with size regulations pertinent to permanent signs contained herein.  Political signs are permitted on private, commercial or institutional property.
Setbacks:
a.
All ground signs shall be a minimum of ten (10) feet from the property line facing the street upon which the ground sign is located.
b.
No ground sign shall be placed within or project over the right-of- way of any street.
c.
No ground sign shall be placed within the required right-of-way of 
a major thoroughfare which is scheduled to be widened by the city.
Vehicle Signs:

No sign shall be attached to, suspended from or painted upon any vehicle or trailer which is regularly parked on any street, any inoperable vehicle or on any
private property which is visible from any street, which in effect serves the purposes of a sign as defined in this Ordinance.
