REQUIRED INSPECTIONS
Upon notification by the permit holder or authorized agent, Certified Inspectors shall make the following inspections & such other inspections as necessary. The Inspector shall either release that portion of construction or shall notify the permit holder or authorized agent of any violations which must be corrected in order to comply with the technical codes. If the construction is approved, the inspector shall mark on the inspection log card at the site.
SITE
· Site Inspection - Port-a let, trash containment, silt fencing, and an address identifying property must be in place before foundation inspection can be scheduled. Ground marked and cleared of vegetation.
· Final Site Inspection - Site clear of all construction debris, yard trimmed, and all temporary structures or facilities removed. Proper parking area with permanent surface to that area, proper drainage and erosion control in place, and violations to city ordinances corrected. Schedule along with other final inspections.  

BUILDING
· Foundation Inspection - Schedule after trenches are excavated, forms are erected, vapor barrier & steel placed.  (rebar, mesh wire) Proof of Termite Treatment must be shown.
· Second Elevation Certificate Inspection - When first floor is physically established, an Under Construction Elevation Certificate must be submitted at that time. This is to be sure that the floor is to the required BFE before house is framed & must be done before rough-in inspections can be scheduled.  
· Shear Corner Inspection - Once exterior walls & roof have been sheathed, before house is wrapped.

· Rough-in Inspection - Schedule after roof, all framing, fire blocking & bracing is in place,

      schedule along with other rough-in inspections. Do not brick or insulate prior to framing inspection. 

· Final Framing Inspection - After building is complete; Final Elevation Certificate is submitted, and ready for occupancy, schedule along with other final inspections.
MECHANICAL
· Rough-In Inspection - Schedule after roof, framing, fire blocking & bracing are in place, all duct, and other concealed components are complete, & prior to installation of wall or ceiling membranes. Schedule along with other rough-in inspections.
· Final Inspection - After building is complete; Final Elevation Certificate is submitted, mechanical system is in place & properly connected, & ready for occupancy. Schedule along with other final inspections.
ELECTRICAL
· T-pole Inspection - Schedule once a temporary power pole has been setup and ready for power.
· Underground Inspection - Schedule after trenches or ditches are excavated, conduit or cable installed, & before any backfill is put in place. 
· Rough-In Inspection - Schedule after roof, framing, fire blocking & bracing is in place & prior to installation of wall or ceiling membranes. Schedule along with other rough-in inspections. 
· Temporary Power - No loose wiring, all work is complete in panel to end of circuit. Once inspection is passed, we will call in power to facilitate final inspections.  
· Final Inspection - After building is complete, Final Elevation Certificate is submitted, all required electrical fixtures are in place & properly connected, ready for occupancy. Schedule along with other final inspections.
PLUMBING

· Underground Inspection - Schedule after trenches or ditches are excavated, piping installed, & before any backfill is put in place. This is the time for the stack test and building sewer inspection.
· Rough-In Inspection – Schedule after roof, framing, fire blocking & bracing is in place & all soil, waste  & vent piping is complete, & prior to installation of wall or ceiling membranes. This is the time for D.W.V. test. Schedule along with other rough-in inspections. 
· Final Inspection - After building is complete, Final Elevation Certificate is submitted, all plumbing fixtures are in place and properly connected, and ready for occupancy. Schedule along with other final inspections.
GAS

· Gas Piping Underground - Schedule once trenches are excavated, piping installed, and before any backfill is put in place.
· Gas Piping in Building - Schedule after roof, framing, fire blocking & bracing is in place & prior to the placement of wall or ceiling membranes. Schedule along with other rough-in inspections.
· Gas Pressure Test – Schedule once all pipe has been run and pressurized with proper method and proper gauge is in place. This must be done to get gas service to property.
MISCELLANEOUS
· Driveway/Sidewalks – Schedule once driveway or sidewalks have been formed.
· Pool Foundation – Schedule once foundation for pool is formed and reinforcement is in place.
MODULAR HOMES
· A separate inspection list is available for modular homes.
TO AVOID FAILING INSPECTIONS  
· Approved plans and a copy of the latest Elevation Certificate must be retained on job site/Protection of inspection log card and plans are required to enable signoffs and inspector review; Permit card must be visible from street. Any changes during construction process must be submitted to dept. for plan review.
